The process of Becoming a Board Member

There are two ways to become a Board Member of the Chippewa County Humane Association.

The first is by appointment when an opening occurs on the nine-member Board.  This is left to the discretion of the Board.  The second is by democratic election at the CCHA Annual Membership Meeting.  For any Board Member, whether selected by appointment or election, you must have been a voting member of CCHA at the time your service on the Board commences.

Candidates can be nominated in two ways. One way is by nomination of the Board of Directors.  The Board will meet with the candidates, consider their backgrounds and priorities for CCHA, and approve those it feels will best serve the interests of the CCHA membership.  

Another way to be elected to the CCHA Board of Directors is by nomination from the floor.  To pursue this route you can either pre-announce your candidacy or announce it for the first time at the annual meeting.

In either case, whether announced or unannounced, those being nominated from the floor will need a voting member of CCHA to make the nomination and to “second” the nomination.
