
Chippewa County Humane Association Board of Director’s Meeting

Chippewa County Courthouse in Room 119Q

November 12, 2018

The Monthly Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. at the Chippewa County Courthouse. In attendance were board members: Deb Newman, Lori Mueller, Paula Young, Deanna Raeke, Nick Goeman, Shelter Manager Holly Morrison and Christine Myers.  Quincy Chapman and Pam Gibbs were absent.

Members of the Public: None
Secretary’s Report:  A motion was made to approve the secretary’s report by Lori Mueller and seconded by Paula Young.  All consented. Minutes approved.

Treasurer’s Report: The current balance of checking is $4,85100, the Money Market is $166,609.00 and savings is $8,836.00.   A motion was made to approve the budget and treasurers by Paula Young and seconded by Deanna Raeke.  All consented. Report approved.

Shelter Report:  The census for the month of October: there were 38 surrenders (8 dogs and 28 cats and 2 chinchillas), and 58 strays (5 dogs and 52 cats and 1 rabbit). We took in 12 dogs from Texas. There were no kittens or puppies born at the shelter. There were no dogs euthanized. There were 3 kittens that died from health concerns at the shelter, and 1 cat euthanized for significant health concerns. There were no cats or dogs euthanized due to space. There were 17 dog adoptions, 42 cat adoptions and 2 chinchilla adoptions. There were 4 cats transferred to SCRAM Rescue. There were 5 dog owner claims and 4 cat owner claims. There were 3 cats at Petsmart, 1 dog at Bob’s house for dogs, 2 dogs in foster care, and 17 cats/kittens in foster care. The total census at the end of the month was: 13 dogs, 148 cats, 1 rabbit, and 3 guinea pigs at the shelter. 

There were 5 neuters and 1 spay at Chippewa Vet Clinic, 2 spays at Northside Pet Hospital, none at Kindness Animal Hospital (doctor is on leave), 3 neuters at Lake Wissota Animal Hospital, and 1 spay and 1 neuter at Riverview Vet all free of charge. 
-We took in 12 dogs from Texas rescues.

-The sink is in and it looks great. We will be taking out the rest of the countertops now that the dog window plastic is up and things have settled down.

-Scorch, from 92.9 the X, gave us a bunch of donations from his event “Paws for a Cause” and we will be getting the check from that event later this month. 

-The Pleasant Hour Chippewa County Homemakers Club gave us donations from our Wishlist. 

-Girl Scout Troop 3004 donated $500 to us.

-The Trinity Church made us fleece blankets for the puppies and kitties.

-We transported 27 cats to the University of Minnesota for free neuters. 

-We transported 25 cats to the University of Minnesota for free spays.

WE need to start pushing that a volunteer is volunteering at their own risk.  The insurance wants to exclude volunteers and animal bites - can't exclude animal bites.  Deb will share this information with Quincy because he has a contact he would like to reach out to for additional information.  We will need to do a vote on this via email - so be on the look out for an email from Deb over the weekend with a final date of review Monday, November 19, 2018.
